Iv. PROJECT SCHEDULE OVERVIEW

in front of Gilbane'’s trailer. The pile will be frucked off-site the beginning of January. The
project remains on schedule.

VIll. CONTRACTOR'’S SAFETY PERFORMANCE AND MANPOWER

Safety Orientations and Inspections: Safety orientations have been completed for alll
onsite personnel to date. Weekly inspections are done by the General Contractor as well
as the on-site trades.

Accidents/Incidents: One recordable incident this month, the carpenter steward slipped
and fell, was back at work the next day.

Man-hours: There were 4,305 on-site man hours worked over 23 total workdays which
represents an average of 23.4 workers on site daily. Manhours to date total is 14,444
manhours.

NOTE: This report includes tfrade workers only, it does not include Construction Managers,
Safety Personnel, Delivery/Unload only Personnel, Project Superintendents or General
Superintendents. There was no Saturday work in December.

Progress: The concrete footings around the perimeter were 80% completed and
forms/rebar for the Stair Core C were started. Mass excavation was completed with the
impacted material being stockpiled out of the hole in front of GBCo's frailer, planned to
be trucked out in the beginning of January. The project remains on schedule.

There are still doors that have specified hardware that do not fit on Medium style doors

There is specific hardware (Auto operators) that Kawneer recommends changing due to excessive usage

There is specific hardware that cannot be applied as requested (Top jamb mounted closer drop plates) and kawneer has recommended alternatives
Some of these doors either need different hardware or need to be changed to wide style thermal doors in order to install the specified hardware
Not all doors need to be wide style doors (see attached marked up Quote) per kawneer’s review of the hardware spec and door schedule, 13 door leafs
would need to be wide style to accommodate the specified hardware and the remaining doors can stay as Medium style doors. There is a added per
leaf cost impact to changing the width of the door styles from Medium 3 1/2" to wide style 5" door rails.
Will the city/Architect be ok with having two different width door leaf's ???
The other option would be to change ALL 31 doors (Larger added cost) to a 5" wide style door rail width in order to install certain hardware and be
consistent through out the project.
